Spring is nearly here, and it's time to
start getting our pets ready for the
warmer months. As the weather gets

warmer, dogs tend to spend more time
outside, where insect borne diseases become
a problem. Here in the East Mountains, much
attention has lately been given to bubonic
plague and Tularemia. In the river valley,
Heartworm disease is common.

While any of these diseases can be fatal, they
are all preventable and treatable. Plague and
tularemia are caused by rodent fleas. Since
thesa diseases tend to kill their rodent hosts,
the fleas then look for a new host, and usually
use a dog or cat to*hitch a ride”to the next
rodent. Fortunately, topical insecticides like
fipronil provide excellent protection against
fleas and ticks, and keep both pets and
people safe. In the event that your pet does
become infected with one of these
diseases, they can be treated effectively

with antibiotics, as long as they get prompt
veterinary care.

Heartworm disease is spread by
maosquitoes. This disease can cause heart
failure and death if left untreated, and is
always better to prevent, as a dog who
develops symptoms of heartworm is usually
too far along in the disease to treat.

Veterinarians will usually recommend
periodic testing of healthy dogs to be sure
that they have not become infected with
heartworm, and will prescribe a monthly
preventative medication either during the
summer months, or year-round, depending
on the risk of mosquito exposure. Summer
is a great time to be outdoors with your pet,
but just like you would wear sunscreen, you
need to be sure that your dog is protected
from outdoor hazards!
